A few reminders: 

 MOBILE PHONES - We ask that our parents/carers or anyone coming onto the 

school  do not use a mobile phone at any time whilst on the school grounds. 

 UNIFORM – 

Please note that it is your responsibility as parents/carers to make sure that your child is in the 

correct uniform each day. The school uniform for our school is: Purple School Sweat-

shirt/Cardigan - These are purchased from school, white shirt or polo shirt, black trousers or knee 

length black skirt and black shoes that do not have any coloured patterns or coloured laces. 

Purple & White summer dresses are available from school for the summer term. 

Waterproof Coats, with the School Logo on them are also available from school . (Price lists are 

available from Mrs Worthington/Miss Armstrong in the school office). 

Jewellery—Small stud earrings and a watch may be worn as an acceptable part of our school   

uniform, other jewellery items, such as necklaces etc MUST NOT be worn to school for health & 

safety reasons. Children should take their earrings out for PE. 

 TUCK - Fruit and cereal bars are only allowed for tuck. NO CAKES, BISCUITS, 

SWEETS OR  CHOCOLATE.
