working towards moving my child on in their
learning

support and work with the school to ensure that

regularly log in to Family Seesaw to monitor my
child’s progress and celebrate their successes.

use MyOn library and other reading material to
encourage my child to read regularly each week
support the school with online safety, by following
the rules for safe internet use. Including using age
appropriate apps, games and Social Media.
