
Top Tips to help at home 

The secret to success is to practise little and often. Use your time wisely. Can you practise these facts 
whilst walking to school, during a car journey or even at breakfast? You don’t need to learn them all 
at once: perhaps try learning a fact a day.  

Buy one get three free - If your child knows one fact, can they tell you the other three facts in the 
same fact family? e.g. If they know 3 x 2 = 6, they also know 2 x 3 = 6, 6 ÷ 2 = 3 and 6 ÷ 3 = 2. 
Warning: Sometimes children get confused with the order of the numbers in the division sentences. It is 
tempting to say that the biggest number goes first, but is more helpful to say that the answer to the 
multiplication goes first, as this will help your child in later years when they study fractions, decimals 
and algebra.  

Sing songs or chants – Mr DeMaio, Laugh Along and Learn and Numberock all have song catchy tunes 
to help your child to remember their multiplication tables on YouTube.
